Deanne Calisthenics Club Incorporated (DCC) was founded in 1975 and is a non profit community dance sport club run by volunteers.  Deanne prides itself on being an inclusive and strongly competitive club and we are very proud of the fact that we were Runners Up in the ACT Club Championship in 2011.   DCC is managed by a committee of members who are elected at the Annual General Meeting in February and we hold monthly committee meetings that all DCC members are most welcome to attend and hopefully, participate in the running of our club.   Our season starts in early February and concludes with our Annual Family Concert and Presentation days held in November.

We need commitment and enthusiasm from all of our competitors, coaches and parents to maintain our club and we are always striving to achieve the best possible experience for all of our participants. · Performing a duty at our own Deanne Physicals Team Competition in June – this is our major opportunity to raise funds and we need around 4 hours of help for each of our competitors as we cover all roles from Friday night to right through to Sunday evening! 
· Assisting in the creation and maintenance of our costumes and stage properties, and

· Spending a couple of hours manning our fundraising BBQs – as an added bonus helping out at BBQs can also give you an opportunity to share in the profits and offset your own fees.
ANNUAL REGISTRATION AND FEES

You will find all the forms and fee information you need in this pack; please remember to sign your Registration Form confirming that you are aware of the contents of all information sheets included in this registration pack.  It is very important that you note in 2012 it is a condition of membership of DCC that all fees are paid through the Club’s Direct Debit System -the relevant paperwork is included in this pack (or you can make arrangements with our Treasurer to pay the Term fees in full before the commencement of each term). 
If you are a returning participant, all outstanding fees from 2011 must be paid before registration can be accepted.  Similarly, if you are coming to the Deanne Calisthenic Club from another club we are required to get a clearance to ensure all previous fees are up to date before your registration can be accepted.  If you encounter difficulties with your fees please speak to our Treasurer to discuss payment options. 
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· All competition entry fees,
· Hire of all costumes,
· Hire of clubs & rods,
· All tuition fees & venue costs,
· Our annual concert, presentation night and individual awards,
· Camp deposit,

· Team specialist coaching sessions, and

· Your contribution to cover the club’s general running costs.

Calisthenics is a dance sport which helps to teach our participants the true worth of team spirit, skills development and perseverance.  Deanne provides many performance opportunities for your child as we participate in 3 competitions held locally at Erindale Theatre throughout the year (starting with our own comp in June) and our Subbies through to Seniors also travel to Ballarat to compete in the Royal South Street Eisteddfod each October.  Not only are these both beautiful, professional quality theatres, all participants have multiple stage appearances in each & every competition and of course in our Annual Concert.   Travelling to Ballarat to compete in the most revered club calisthenic competition in Australia does incur an additional cost but it’s a wonderful opportunity for families to take a break and enjoy the experience with your child, it is a real highlight of their year.
Rules for all competitions are strictly adhered to and as teamwork is essential in calisthenics, points are deducted from the whole team if they fall below the items’ minimum numbers for competitions.  We must stress that participants are expected to compete in all team competitions (serious illness and injury excepted) and that they must accept this commitment when they commence calisthenics.  Deanne plans to send the Sub-Junior, Junior, Intermediate and Senior Teams to the Ballarat Competitions again in 2012.  The relevant families should be aware that they will be expected to commit to this interstate competition upon registration.
Apart from annual fees, other costs that may be applicable are:

· Annual Calisthenics ACT Incorporated (CACTI) affiliation fee – payable per family, this is compulsory for all ACT competitors and ensures you are covered by a modest, comprehensive insurance policy which provides public liability, coaches’ professional indemnity and sports insurance for all participants. 
· Your own training attire (black leotard & or leggings & team singlet top), white aesthetic skirt & club uniform (seniors only also purchase their own dance shoes),

· Balance of camp costs (this varies from team to team so is billed separately),
· Team bonding activities (optional), 

· Ballarat travel costs, and

· Competition tanning, hair & make-up supplies, often a fee is charged to all team members to enable purchase of bulk team supplies which minimises individual costs.
